How do | apply for student accommodation?
You will be able to go on line from the end of March 2008
onwards and apply. Please note that you will need to have
an unconditional or conditional offer that you have firmly
accepted and that you live out with the Aberdeen City and
local area for your application to be accepted.

When will | be allocated accommodation?

If your University offer is an unconditional one you will be
emailed an offer of accommodation from mid June 2008
onwards. If your offer is conditional you will be emailed
an offer after your offer becomes unconditional (normally
mid to late August 2008).

What type of accommodation is available and where is it
located?

All accommodation is in the form of self-contained, self-
catering, flats with capacity from 3 up to 8 students. Most
of the accommaodation is within city centre locations with
a small number of spaces at Garthdee.
