Lord Provost to View Imaginative Building 

Projects for Aberdeen’s South Beach
John Reynolds, Aberdeen’s Lord Provost, will visit RGU’s Scott Sutherland School on Tuesday 4 November at 10.30am to view the inspirational work being undertaken by the university’s building professionals, which relate directly to Aberdeen.
Among the projects that the Lord Provost will view are those of two students, Anne Kenyon and Jemma Lynch, who are both looking at the redevelopment of Aberdeen’s South Beach.  Anne’s project proposes an Aberdeen Royal Yacht Club for the city together with a magnificent marina.  Jemma’s plan is to return Aberdeen beach to its heyday in the fifties by building a virtual beach, which would incorporate an indoor centre with in-house beach.  The Lord Provost will view drawing displays and 3D models of both projects.
The Lord Provost will also hear about the work that Dr Richard Laing has been co-ordinating on the Greenspace research project, funded by the European Commission.  Urban greenspace (parks, country parks, nature reserves, greenways and all landscaped public open space) make an essential contribution to quality of life. It provides a recreational resource, a peaceful retreat from the city, an attractive backdrop to built development, safe and exciting play areas for children and a reserve for urban wildlife. Dr Laing explains, “Many municipal authorities do not receive any significant income from greenspace, but must budget for its maintenance along with other municipal responsibilities such as education or roads. Consequently, many greenspace areas are either neglected or are sustained in a form that risks becoming less relevant to modern lifestyles.  We will be briefing the Lord Provost on the work carried out to date, particularly in relation to Aberdeen.”
