Angus College and RGU Partner New Degree Course

The project is being funded by the European Social Fund in a bid to enhance the working relationship between Further Education and Higher Education.

The course will be delivered one evening per week at the Forfar Learning Centre, starting in November.

The course will be delivered by both University and College lecturing staff using a range of online and web-based technology and is aimed at those with a relevant HND or a degree in a non-management discipline with experience in a management role.”
